


Water and Man 
 
The science of Hydrology deals with the study of natural hydrological processes, distribution 
and fluctuations in time and space, but also the changes due to human activities. Hydrological 
knowledge is essential for making optimal use of scarce water resources, but just as important 
is to study the effects of human activities on water resources and hydrological processes. At 
this conference we want to focus on the interaction between hydrology and human activities; 
both the use of hydrology for water resources planning, the study of negative consequences 
from water use and misuse, and methods to mitigate or remove such negative impacts. We 
want to call for papers from both scientists and users of water resources.  
 
We want to bring together both scientists and users to exchange information, learn from each 
other, and bring the resulting gain of knowledge back to practical use.

The XXII Nordic Hydrological conference will be arranged at Quality Røros Hotel, in the old 
mining town Røros. There are plane, train and bus connections from Oslo and Trondheim. 
Chartered buses will be set up from Oslo and Stockholm upon demand. The hotel offers 
excellent facilities for combining the conference with a few days of relaxation which you can 
spend either in the hotel, sightseeing in charming old Røros, hiking in the mountains, or 
fishing and canoeing in some of the many rivers near Røros.

Authors 
of approved abstracts will be notified by December 15, 2001. Final papers (max 10 pages, in 
english) of approved abstracts are due by February 15 2002. Papers will be reviewed by the 
scientific committee and approved for presentation. Detailed instructions for manuscripts and 
a model paper will be posted on the Internet. The Proceedings will be printed prior to the 
conference in the Nordic Hydrological Programme report series. A limited number of papers 
will be selected and published in a special volume of Nordic Hydrology.
